Summary of Discussion 

TWIC 

· Questions related to the installation of card readers at operator facilities was discussed. At this time, no card readers are available at this time. General discussion on the requirements to escort employees at facilities.

PHMSA

· Recent audits have given attention to shallow water surveys.

· Integrated inspection program to begin in 2010. 

· Primary focus of the audits will be provided to the Operator

· 2-week duration performed in 1-week modules

· Copies of the protocols can be requested from DOT by the Operator when an audit is identified

· Initial focus is for onshore facilities

· Question related to drug and alcohol plan audits at corporate offices. Some operator plans have been changed related to employee pool at PHMSA request.

MMS

· Meter runs on offshore facilities are being “inked” by MMS due to secondary runs/bypasses not being LOTO.  (Spectra)

· Primary runs have documentation but secondary typically does not.

· Questions were asked on what code requirement MMS is enforcing. Williams (Andrew A.) to provide information back to the Offshore committee

NTL 

· Requires the resubmittal of permit applications for pipelines that have moved outside of their existing ROW’s

· Very little has been updated in the MMS database. 

Public Awareness/One Call

· Addressed currently by Williams through Annual Drill with LLEA’s

· John Jacobi, PHMSA, informed the group that API is in the process of revising 1162. Only minor changes.

·  Crossing and Encroachment discussion related to inspection by crossing parties inspectors. Overwhelming majority of the group uses either in-house or their own 3rd party inspectors.

ILI’s 

·  few Operators have completed due to launcher modification challenges as a result of new tool design.
